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NEWSPAPER POTS

• Black and White Newspaper
• Straight Edged Drinking Glass

How To:
Step 1: 
• Take a 2-page spread of newspaper and lay it flat on the table. 
• Fold it in half.
• Fold it again length-wise, lining up the edges and pressing down the seam.
• You can fold it again length-wise if you want a shorter pot.

Step 2: 
• On the table, take your straight-edged glass and lay it down on one edge of the folded newspaper.
• Roll the paper tightly around the glass so that part of the paper overlaps the mouth of the glass by 2-3 inches.

Step 3:
• Shove the ends of the paper back into the mouth of the glass. Don’t worry about being neat or tidy!
• Remove newspaper from glass.

Step 4:
• To create the bottom of the pot, take the shoved in pieces and pull them down.
• Take the glass and push on the paper to smooth it out and seal it.

You now have a finished paper pot!!!

Enjoy and experiment with different sizes. If you live in a humid climate you can plant these directly into the 
ground, Remember to water your seedlings everyday.
